The average annual cost of your Church  and its work over the next 4 years is likely to be:

 

 Church Running Expenses including heat, light, insurance, and ongoing maintenance.   
         
   £ 6,200 p.a.
 Clergy pay, housing and pensions.  Each Vicar / Rector    costs about £44,000 p.a. once stipend (£23,010, housing, pensions, Nat. Ins. and Council Tax are added up.   
Parishes pay towards the overall cost of Clergy in the Diocese in proportion to their congregations and professional       ministry. 
Larger congregations give more in ‘Parish Share’ that the cost of their own clergy, whilst small churches in poorer areas may give less. 

At Christ Church, the contribution we are asked for pays for one-fifth of the cost of our vicar.
